NA MEDZINARODNEJ SUTAZI

Award of children’s drawing from Slovakia at the international competition in Florence

Abstract: Children from primary and secondary schools actively participated in the Barbara
Petchenik Children's World Map 2021 competition. Pavol Rybar from Primary Art School in
Rajec won third place at the international exhibition in Florence during the 30th International
Cartographic Conference. The National Geographic Institute of Spain has published the book
“The World drawn by children. Barbara Petchenik International Competitions 2017 & 2019”.
The book includes children’s maps that were displayed during the last two conferences in
Washington and Tokyo.
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Ziaci zo zakladnych a strednych 8kl sa v tomto roku opit” aktivne zapojili do sutaze Detské
mapa sveta 2021, ktort zorganizoval Geograficky tstav Slovenskej akadémie vied (SAV) v spolu-
praci s Kartografickou spolo¢nostou Slovenskej republiky (KS SR) (obr.1). Tohtoro¢né narodné
kolo stutaze bolo poznacené nizSou ucast'ou ako v predchadzajicich roénikoch, najméa vzhl'adom
na obmedzené moznosti prace ucitelov vytvarnej vychovy pocas diStanéného vzdelavania deti.
Spomedzi 88 vytvarnych prac vybrala odborna porota Sest’ najlepSich, ktoré reprezentovali Slo-
vensko v medzinarodnom kole sutaze s nazvom ,,Barbara Petchenik Children’s Map Competition
2021¢. Téma tohto ro¢nika mala nazov ,,A map of my future world“. Mal'by Alexandry Muranyi
(5 r.), Pavla Rybara (8 r.), Marie Salekovej (12 r.), Lenky Babulovej (14 r.), Moniky Kralovej
(14 r.) a Miriamy Radvanyiovej (15 r.) postapili na celosvetova vystavu v ramci 30. medzinarod-
nej kartografickej konferencie Medzinarodnej kartografickej asociacie (ICA) (obr. 2), ktora sa ko-
nala 14 — 18. decembra 2021 vo Florencii.

V medzinarodnom kole stt’azilo celkovo 178 detskych kresieb z 32 krajin sveta, a to v Styroch
vekovych kategoriach: do 6 rokov, 6 — 8 rokov, 9 — 12 rokov a nad 12 rokov. Zo slovenskych kre-
sieb najlepSie umiestnenie dosiahla praca osemro¢ného Pavla Rybara zo Zakladnej umeleckej $ko-
ly (ZUS) v Rajci s nazvom ,,The Most Important Game of Chess“ (obr. 3). Ocenenie kreshy, ktora
vo svojej vekovej kategorii ziskala vynikajice tretie miesto, prevzal pocas konferencie od predse-
du Komisie pre kartografiu a deti pri ICA José Jestis Reyes Nuneza ¢len vyboru KS SR Daniel
Szatmari (obr. 4). Podrobnejsie informacie o sut'azi st dostupné na webovej stranke Kartografickej
spolo¢nosti SR https://www.slovakcarto.sk/ a na https://www.facebook.com/detskamapasveta/.

ICA oceiiuje detské mapy uz od roku 1993. Cielom sutaze je zlepsit’ kartografické vnimanie
u deti, podporit’ ich zdujem o zivotné prostredie a kreativitu pri jeho zobrazovani. Najzaujimavej-
Sie detské kresby z ro¢nikov 2017 a 2019 v tomto roku publikoval Narodny geograficky institat
Spanielska pri prilezitosti 150. vyrocia jeho zalozenia (Sanchez-Ortiz et al., 2021). Ide o vyber
z prac deti, ktoré boli vystavené pocas predchadzajicich rocnikov na konferencidch vo Washin-
gtone a v Tokiu.

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Summary
Award of children’s drawing from Slovakia at the international competition in Florence

The International Cartographic Association (ICA) established the Barbara Petchenik Children's Map
Competition in 1993. One goal of the competition is to encourage and recognize the creative representation of
the world in graphic form by children. Children of different age groups from countries around the globe re-
flect environmental interest, cartographic creativity, and skills. Most recently, 178 drawings were displayed
from 32 countries at the 30th International Cartographic Conference held in Florence, Italy. The Institute of
Geography of the Slovak Academy of Sciences, in cooperation with the Cartographic Society of the Slovak
Republic, organized the national competition on the theme “A map of my future world” in four age groups:
under 6 years, 6 — 8 years, 9 — 12 years and over 12 years.
